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SS32Mapper.exe 

 

SS32 Mapper, is a utility designed to work in conjuction with Table Manager,  to set up and manage  

Softsite32 Web Client and ViewStation. 

 

SS32 Mapper, allows importing of maps and placing of hotspot squares for identification.  Maps should be in 

JPG form and be small file size as they will have to be loaded across the network.  The maximum physical 

size is 845x614, maps can be smaller.  Multiple maps can be added for single facilities. 

 

SS32Mapper.exe has a configuration file called SS32Mapper.ini and will need to be configured to find your 

database.  Change the location of the database if it is not located in the default directory.  If the database is 

shared a UNC path is acceptable here.  The Share must have read and write access as the program will write 

to fields in the database 

 

Create Maps 

 

Maps need to be in JPG form and no bigger than 845x614 in pixels.  Keeping the maps small in file size(kb) 

will help them load faster over your network.  You can do this by lowering the quality of the JPG in many 

photo editing utilities 
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Import Maps  

 

Maps, to work properly with either the Viewstation or the Web Client must be shared using a UNC path.  

This allows seamless access to the maps from the network. 

 

1. Select a facility from the List on the left.  If you do not have any Facilities in the list check your ini to 

make sure the database path is set correctly. 
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2. Click the Add button to add a map 
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3. Type the share path in the File name field to open the shared folder where the map is located. 

4. Select the map and click open. 

 
5. Enter Name for Map and hit ok 

 
 

6. Repeat steps 2-5 until all maps are added for the facility selected 
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Hotspot maps 

 

1. Select the facility and the map that you would like to hotspot cameras on 
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2. Double-Click the group of the cameras you want to hotspot. 
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3. Select and Drag the Camera to the corresponding position on the map.  Release the camera(click) 
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4. After releasing the click, a box is displayed around the camera position.  This box will highlight in green 

when the cursor is over it. You can also grab and move the box around until it is positioned correctly.  To 

remove the position, right click on the box and select remove.   
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
